of 10 feet. Ead panel shall be sheathed on one face with 3/8-inch minimum thickness wood
structural panel sheahing nailed with 8d common or galvanized box nails in accordance with Table
6023(1) and blocked at all edges. Two anchor bolts installed in acordance with Figure 4031.4 o
approved equivalent shea connedors shall be provided in each panel. Where e&h panel is
supported dredly on afoundation or on floor framing supported dredly on a foundation, ead panel
end stud shall have atie-down device fastened to the foundation, cgpable of providing an approved
uplift cgpaaty of not lessthan 1,800 pounds. The tie-down device shall be installed in acerdance
with the manufadurer’s recommendations. The foundation wall and footing shall be reinforced with

All vertical joints of panel sheahing shall occur over studs. Horizontal joints shall occur over blocking
of sufficient thickness to acoommodate the required nailing except where waived by the installation
requirements for the specific sheathing materials.
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
