Hi Melissa following up on our conversation a little while ago, please see below for some
information about the road and traffic references in the old master plan.

OPRD recognizes that there are several statements in the 2009 park master plan pertaining
to safety and road improvement needs at the park. We have not been able to locate
documentation that substantiates those excerpts. Since the master plan was adopted we
have made a number of improvements to circulation, safety, and evacuation in and around
the park. OPRD added a paved multi use path along the park perimeter along Necarney
Boulevard, Sitka Lane, Nehalem Lane, and Sandpiper Lane. We added a soft surface foot
path from the Garey Road entrance to the internal multi use trail. We built an internal
tsunami evacuation route to Necarney Hill (Staff housing), and are in the process of adding a
second tsunami evacuation route to Pine Ridge (above the airstrip). The new Oregon Coast
Trail alignment included in this application is intended to reduce bike traffic on Necarney City
Road, and we are repaving and adding speed humps to our internal park road later this

year. Garey and Necarney City Road have been repaved within the past 10 years.

Hi Melissa following up on our conversation a little while ago, please see below for some information about the road and traffic references in the old master
plan.

OPRD recognizes that there are several statements in the 2009 park master plan pertaining to safety and road improvement needs at the park. We have
not been able to locate documentation that substantiates those excerpts. Since the master plan was adopted we have made a number of improvements to
circulation, safety, and evacuation in and around the park. OPRD added a paved multi use path along the park perimeter along Necarney Boulevard, Sitka
Lane, Nehalem Lane, and Sandpiper Lane. We added a soft surface foot path from the Garey Road entrance to the internal multi use trail. We built an
internal tsunami evacuation route to Necarney Hill (Staff housing), and are in the process of adding a second tsunami evacuation route to Pine Ridge
(above the airstrip). The new Oregon Coast Trail alignment included in this application is intended to reduce bike traffic on Necarney City Road, and we
are repaving and adding speed humps to our internal park road later this year. Garey and Necarney City Road have been repaved within the past 10
years.
